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Welcome to MyRacehorse Australia’s Horse Super Fund 2025 Annual Review!

We are all about Responsible Racehorse Ownership at MyRacehorse, which is why we have the Horse Super Fund. Our 

goal is for every horse we own to live long, happy and healthy lives regardless of their feats on the racetrack. 

This review covers all of our equine welfare activity over the past 12 months as well as the annual audit of all of our 50 

ex-racehorses and what they are up to.

The Horse Super Fund contributes to our equine welfare commitment in three key ways:

1.A fully funded Group 1 retirement pathway to prepare horses for a successful transition out of racing and find the 

right fit for them - whether that’s simple rehab to relax in the paddock, all the way to proper re -training to compete 

in the upper echelons of the equestrian world.

2.A lifetime safety net for all of our horses, ensuring they are in an optimal environment and providing support or 

even rehoming where appropriate.

3.And last but not least - this annual audit! Traceability - ie; tracking horses after they retire or move on from our 

ownership - is a cornerstone of what we do. We carry out annual check-ins for all of our horses so even though 

they’ve left our ownership, they are monitored - the safety net isn’t much good without traceability

Bringing this to life is a huge collaborative effort from everyone involved - a big thank you to our owners, stables, vets, 

retrainers, post-racing owners and everyone else. 

Special thanks to our equine welfare guru Jen Krawczyk who is the mastermind behind this program and spends 

countless hours and days ensuring it runs as smoothly as it does. One of the world’s leading experts in equine welfare, 

the MyRacehorse family is very grateful to have such a pioneer in our ranks!

OVERVIEW.

MYRACEHORSE

The Class of 2025 (those who transitioned out of our 

racing ownership) includes 13 horses.  

The total number of horses being tracked as part of 

the Horse Super Fund is 50 (the total of horses who 

were once owned by MRH and now moved on). This 

includes the 13 from the Class of 2025, 34 from 

previous years and three horses previously reported 

as deceased.

100% of 2025 Audit horses have been accounted for.  

Of the 13 Class of 2025 horses:

• 4 are still in the Thoroughbred racing industry :

⚬ 1 is currently in racing/training; and

⚬ 3 are in the process of transition with good 

racing/breeding prospects.

• 8 are retired and have left the industry:

⚬ 3 are Pleasure Horses;

⚬ 3 are actively Eventing; and

⚬ 2 are Paddock Retired.

• 1 is deceased.

Of the 50 ex-MyRacehorse horses in the 2025 Audit 

• 27 are still in the Thoroughbred racing 

industry:

⚬ 12 are currently in racing/training; 

⚬ 11 are retired and active broodmares in the 

Thoroughbred industry; and

⚬ 4 are in the process of transition with good 

racing/breeding prospects.

• 17 are retired and have left the industry:

⚬ 8 are Pleasure Horses (ie; light riding);

⚬ 3 are actively Eventing;

⚬ 1 is a Sporthorse Broodmare;

⚬ 4 are Paddock Retired; and

⚬ 1 is in the process of transition.

• 6 are deceased.
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KEY 
LEARNINGS.
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• New owners of two of the horses in this audit have declined to stay in touch with 

MyRacehorse - which entails one obligation-free conversation a year to check in on what 

the horse is doing and if it requires any assistance Horse Super Fund safety net.  We are 

hopeful that this will change but if not we may lose touch with these horses in years to 

come.  

• It is testament to the challenge of maintaining traceability beyond racing despite best 

efforts, that some owners do not even want to provide a brief once-a-year status update

*For the Class of 2025, 31% of horses have stayed in the thoroughbred racing 

industry while 46% have transitioned into successful OTT careers.  For the 

Class of 2024, the majority of horses (63%) were either actively racing or 

planned to continue.  Additionally, 25% of horses became broodmares 

meaning 88% stayed in the thoroughbred racing industry.  This was similar to 

the Class of 2023 (81%).  

• We have seen a decrease in the horses that transition from our ownership and stay in the 

thoroughbred racing industry*.   

• This is in large part due to a change in our decision making process. The existence of the 

Horse Super Fund has allowed us to become bolder about the decision to retire our horses 

from racing. 

• In the 3 years that we have been tracking our horses after they leave our ownership, it has 

been clear that it is far easier to uphold our commitment to equine welfare and tracebility 

by making good decisions about transitions. 

• Where a horse has clear racing and/or breeding potential then the right transition is within 

the industry.

• However, when a horse has made it clear they are not physically or mentally equipped for 

racing, by retiring them, retraining them and responsibly rehoming them we can set them 

up for lifelong success.

The Horse Super Fund is fully funded by contributions from each share sold as well as 

contributions from MyRacehorse and Mane Street. These funds are exclusively used on 

horse-related expenses by the Horse Super Fund - whether it’s rehab, retraining, 

transport, vet, feed, and much more.

A portion of this balance is specific to each horse, so if a horse’s scheme closes 

without requiring any immediate Horse Super Fund support, this portion is returned 

directly to owners. 

When a horse is sold after going through the Horse Super Fund post-racing pathway, 

any proceeds from selling the horse go directly towards replenishing the fund and 

offsetting some of the costs of retraining.

Eight horses have been supported by the Horse Super Fund this year with the total expenditure reaching $42,912.

• Four have been retrained and rehomed:

⚬ Two into pleasure horse homes (Sunday Mail and Tommy);

￭ Sunday Mail was rehomed with a Myracehorse microshare owner; and

⚬ Two into Eventing homes (Vermillion Dragon and the Milkybar Kid).

• One is in extended retraining to explore his Eventing potential  (Happy Casino).

• Three have been Paddock Retired with MyRacehorse microshare owners (Katsumoto, King of Swords and Etincelle):

⚬ King of Swords transitioned from MyRacehorse ownership in 2023 but made use of our lifelong safety net after 

we took him back from his owners.

When Sunday Mail retired, one of his Microshare owners Vanessa reached out to express 

interest in rehoming him.  After a short period of retraining and assessment with Racing 

Queensland Acknolwedged Retrainer Dezi Roos, Dezi was convinced that this would be a 

perfect match.

On his arrival in March, Dave and Vanessa said:  

‘We've been very excited to welcome Truck (Sunday Mail) to our property on the south coast 

of New South Wales. He has settled in really well he's had his first couple of rides here, and 

has some paddock mates he has been hanging out with. He is enjoying the large paddocks 

and the beautiful sunshine we're having this time of year. I'm looking forward to taking him 

out for some trail rides once he's had a little bit more training. We adore this gentle giant, he is 

just a pleasure to work with, very calm and friendly. Everyone involve with his training and care 

to before he came to us have done a marvellous job, he’s a stunning, clever horse and we are 

so lucky to have him as part of our family.’

At the time of Tommy’s retirement, MyRacehorse were approached by his 

breeder who had a special place in their heart for Tommy and had identified a 

potential home with family friend Ali.  

After a period of retraining and assessment with Racing Victoria Acknowledged 

Retrainer Lou Abey, it was clear that Tommy was going to be a great fit for Ali. 

He will soon travel to his new home in Queensland to prepare for a future in 

jumping—a second career that suits his athleticism and personality. 

Tommy’s smooth transition highlights the strong network of care and planning 

that underpins every MyRacehorse retirement.

VERMILLION DRAGON

Vermillion Dragon retired from racing and with the support of the Horse Super 

Fund and began his post-racing journey under the guidance of Lou Abey.  Lou 

quickly realised his potential and started to consider the best pathway for 

success. 

After completing his retraining, he was recently rehomed to a talented young 

eventer, Dominik, who is now preparing him for competition. His first event is 

scheduled for late August, with plans to compete at the OTT Carnival in 

September. 

Vermillion Dragon is a great example of a horse transitioning confidently into a 

second career, supported every step of the way by the MyRacehorse welfare 

pathway.
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THE MILKYBAR KID

Fan favourite The Milkybar Kid retired after 16 starts, with wind issues prompting a proactive, 

welfare-first decision made in partnership with the Waterhouse Bott stable and co-owners.  

Following a period of expert retraining with Lou Abey, he was rehomed to eventer Jenna, where 

he’s already thriving in his new career. 

In June 2025, he competed in the Rising Star class at the Melbourne International 3 Day Event, 

where some of our microshare owners had the chance to meet him and watch him perform. 

Now in his first season of eventing, The Milkybar Kid is a shining example of the opportunities 

made possible by the Horse Super Fund—and we’re excited to see where this new partnership 

takes him.
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HAPPY CASINO

While Happy Casino didn’t make headlines on the track, he’s turning heads in his second career. 

Now in an extended retraining program with Racing Victoria Acknowledged Retrainer Sophie Fox in 

Euroa, Victoria, he’s steadily developing into a talented eventer. In June 2025, he competed at the 

Melbourne International 3 Day Event, placing 4th in the Young Event Horse class—finishing as the 

highest-placed Thoroughbred—and 11th in the Yulong Stud Rising Stars class. 

He remains in training with Sophie, with his next outing set for the OTT Carnival in September 2025. 

Supported by the Horse Super Fund, Happy Casino is thriving in life after racing, with a bright future 

ahead.

When Etincelle was retired from racing and it became clear he would only 

be suitable for paddock retirement, microshare owner Nyree got in touch 

straight away.  She was looking for a companion horse to keep her 

injured horse company while she took the other one out riding. Etincelle 

was the first horse she bought shares in and so she was pleased to be 

able to offer him a home.

Nyree lives in WA so it was a big trip but well worth it for him to find his 

loving new home.

Nyree says ‘He is such a laid back guy, pleasure to have him in my 

backyard.’
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KING OF SWORDS
MyRacehorse owner

King of Swords (Class of 2023) was reported as Paddock Retired in both the 2023 Audit and 2024 Audit.  

Howvever, once part of the MyRacehorse Super Stable, we now understand that he had a few unsuccessful 

racing preparations after leaving our ownership.  His then owners decided to retire him from racing in mid 2025. 

MyRacehorse reacquired full ownership and, through the Horse Super Fund, fully supported his retraining and 

rehoming. After an extended retraining process with Lou Abey it was clear that King of Swords was not going to 

be suitable for a ridden career.  He is now living out his days in Northern NSW with microshare owner Mandy 

(pictured).  Although Mandy did not have a share in King of Swords, she reached out via our Post-racing 

Expression of Interest to offer a paddock home and the rest is history!  

Mandy says ‘King is a sweetheart!  He’s doing really well, spoilt rotten and probably eating way too many treats, 

he’s also just recently figured out he likes molasses, he helps the cows with theirs.’  

As a star attraction for their Airbnb the guests love him!

This proactive intervention reflects the Horse Super Fund’s commitment to lifelong welfare, regardless of 

ownership history or race record.
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KATSUMOTO
MyRacehorse owner

Katsumoto showed early promise on the track before a serious injury in his third start ended 

his racing career. After nine months of expert rehabilitation at Torryburn Stud, he made a 

recovery to paddock soundness and now enjoys a peaceful life with John and Donna—former 

owners who welcomed him into their home. He shares his days with an older horse companion 

and is surrounded by visitors thanks to their on-property Airbnb. 

John was a microshare owner in Katsumoto and reached out while he was at Torryburn to 

express interess in rehoming him.

John says ‘Kats has fitted in really well with Coby [his other horse], he is the boss, a very 

cheeky boy.’

The Horse Super Fund has supported his journey from rehab to rehoming, ensuring his long-

term wellbeing and showcasing our commitment to life after racing.

Crystal attended his first ever pony club rally 

with Millie where he was a perfect gentleman as 

he always is, he loves to jump and show off his 

big scopey jump! 

We are lucky enough to have excellent coach in 

Natalie Hibbert who will help Millie along the way 

with Crystal.’

DEEP POINT

Deep Point last raced in July 2024 with WA trainer Darryn 

Pateman.  He has since been retired and rehomed to 

jockey and trackwork rider Jessica Gray who rode him in 

trackwork.

He is now living life as a 

pleasure horse with her family in Albany.

Here at MyRacehorse we are particularly fortunate to have a 60,000 strong team of owners committed to equi ne welfare not just of 

their horses but of all MyRacehorse horses.

Each year MyRacehorse will share our Audit updates with racing authorities enabling them to update national horse records whi ch is an important 

part of traceability for the entire industry.  

Our vision is that in years to come all thoroughbred owners will take advantage of the traceability levers available to them and contribute to industry 

wide accountability of thoroughbreds from birth to death and accurate national records that support the ongoing social licenc e of this vibrant 

industry.

Owner has confirmed as part of this audit that the horse is enjoying a second ridden career off the track - includes pleasure horse, trail riding 
and competitive equestrian. 

Racing/Training
Horse is actively racing (has raced in the prior 3 months) or the owner has confirmed as part of this audit their intention for the horse to 
continue racing/training.

Transition - Industry
At the time of audit the horse was transitioning through sale with good prospects to continue racing or thoroughbred breeding.  Once the new 
owner contact details are available the new owner will be made aware of the Horse Super Fund and our equine welfare commitment.

Transition - OTT
At the time of audit the horse was transitioning [outside the MyRacehorse program] with the intention of finding a ridden second career off the 
track. Once the new owner contact details are available the new owner will be made aware of the Horse Super Fund and our equine welfare 
commitment.  Current owner aware of available support.

Horse name Horse has been directly supported through the Horse Super Fund.
